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Room 1- Kindy & PrePrimary

This term, our Kindy and RPRrimary students have been buzzing with excitement as they
dive into their literacy and mathematics learning through engaging, handsctivities!

In Literacy, our Prrimary students have made impressive strides with their reading and
writing skills, thanks to the UFLi program. Through explicit instruction, they are mastering
letter names, sounds, and formations, which are the building blocks for their future reading
and writing success. The UFLi program has been instrumental in providing eemmegy
students with the foundational skills they need to grow confident in their literacy abilities.
Meanwhile, our Kindy students have been honing tipdionological awareness, becoming
expert "syllable and rhyming detectives" as they listen to words and play with sounds. It's
been a delight to see them exploring syllables and rhyming patterns through songs, games,
and other interactive activities. These early skills are crucial for their reading development.

In Mathematics, our focus has been mainly on number work. One of the key tools we use in
Early Childhood is Bond Blocks. These hamdsanipulatives have been invaluable in

helping our students develop a strong understanding of numbers. From counting, sorting,
identifying, and matching, the Bond Blocks have made learning number concepts both fun
and meaningful. They have also had lots of fun comparing different objects in the classroom
and out in the outdoor area, identifying which one is longer and séort



One of the most wonderful aspects of this term has been the collaboration between the
year levels. It has been lovely to see the students working and playing together, allowing
peer learning to take place in such a natural and supportive way. Whe@@er RrePrimary
student helping a Kindy friend count or a Kindy student guiding @Rneary peer over the
obstacle course, the children are building relationships and supporting each other in their
learning journeys.
